(a) NRTS Matching Scholarship is awarded by the Inspector of Schools out of the NRTs 
merit list prepared by the Board of Secondary Education after exclusion of candidates 
covered under NRTS scholarship mentioned above. This matching scholarship is 
awarded to two students from each Block @ Rs.20/-P.M. for 36 months from Class VIII 
to X(Class-VIII-9 months, IX-12 months, X-12 months and 3 months continuance after 
Class-X).

Selection Procedure: 

 
Identification of talent comprises of two stages. The first stage is conducted by the 

individual States / Union Territories and the second stage of selection at the National Level is 
carried out by the NCERT. Each State / UT conduct its own examination. However, they are 
advised to follow the national pattern which comprises Mental Ability Test (MAT) and 
Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT). A stipulated number of candidates who qualify in the state 
level MAT and SAT have to appear National Level written examination. Students qualifying in 
the National Level written examination are called for interview. 
 
Eligibility: 

 
All students studying in Class VIII in any type of recognized school including Kendriya 

Vidyalaya, Navodaya Vidyalaya, and Sainik School etc. are eligible to appear at the State 
Level NTS Examination from the state in which the school is located. However, no domicile 
restriction is imposed. The state may impose any other eligibility conditions for appearing in 
the State Level examination such as qualifying percentage of marks in the previous annual 
examination. 
 
Syllabus: 

 
There is no prescribed syllabus for the NTS Examination. However, questions are 

generally asked from the courses covered in Classes VII and VIII. There are 1000 
scholarships for the entire country. Awardee of NTS Examination receives scholarship of 
Rs.500.00 per month up to Ph.D. level in Basic Sciences, Social Science and Commerce, 
Post Graduation level in Engineering, Medicine, Management and law subject to satisfactory 
academic progress. 

 
About the Test: 

 
The National Level Written Test consists of two tests namely Mental Ability Test (MAT) 

and Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT). 100 multiple choice type questions are asked in each 
test. Every correct answer consists of one mark. Thus, total score of a candidate in tests is 
equal to the number of questions answered correctly him / her. 
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Mental Ability Test (MAT): 

This test is given to the candidates to judge their power of reasoning, ability to think, 
ability to judge, evaluate or discriminate etc. A variety of questions comprising analogies, 
classification, series, pattern perception, hidden figure etc. are asked. In National Level 
Examination, MAT consists of 100 multiple choice type questions to be attempted by all the 
candidates. However, in state level written examination, MAT consists of 90 multiple choice 
questions. 

Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT): 

In National Level the test comprises 100 items. Out of them 40 items are from Science, 
40 from Social Science, 20 from Mathematics. The items used in the test aim at measuring 
the knowledge of the subject area besides assessing the ability to apply that knowledge to 
solve new problems. The SAT consists of questions on subject areas such as Mathematics, 
Physics, Chemistry, Biology, History, Geography and Civics. Each question carries one mark 
and has multiple choice options. In State Level Written Examination the same pattern is 
followed. However, instead of 100 questions in a paper 90 questions are asked. In SAT, 36 
questions from Science, 36 from Social Science and 18 from Mathematics are asked. 

State Quota for Orissa: 

121 candidates are selected for National Level Written Test every year. Within this 
quota there is 15% reservation for SC candidates, 7.5% reservation for ST candidates and 3% 
for Physically Challenged children. 

Examination Fees: 

The candidates are not required to pay any examination fee for the National Level 
Examination. However, the State Government may impose a fee for the State Level 
Examination, if required.  
 
Mode of payment:- The scholarship amount is credited to the Pass Book account of the 
students.

Vidyalaya and Residential Schools under ST and SC Development Department etc. where all 
expenses are borne by the Government for continuing studies are not eligible for scholarship 
under this scheme.

There are 3314 scholarships every year for the qualifying candidates of 30 districts of

category-wise viz. ST / SC / OBC / SEBC and Physically Handicapped candidates.

Department from Class-VI to Class-X get scholarship at the above rate.

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GENERAL CONDITIONS 

(I) All SC / ST students reading in the recognized Middle and High Schools of both ST & 
SC Development Department and School and Mass Education Department of the State are 
eligible to get Pre-Matric .Scholarship for 10 months (July to April) at the prescribes rate 
except for those who have failed at the annual examination or not secured promotion to the 
next higher class in a particular year. Government in ST & SC Development Department shall 
have the discretion to allow more time for scholarship in special cases, especially for those 
appearing in Board and University Examinations.

(V) The SC & ST students desiring to avail Pre-Matric Scholarship are to apply through the 
Heads of Institutions. In case of renewal, the Heads of the Institution will Issue a certificate to 
the effect (copy enclosed), that the student has been promoted from lower, class and 
prosecutes studied in the same educational Institutions. Consolidated statement along with 
original applications of the students is to be sent to the concerned sanctioning authority within 
the stipulated period. 

(VI) A student can get his scholarship on transfer from one school to another within the 
Block and urban area with the approval of the BDO concerned. Any transfer of the Institution 
within the district shall be approved by the Collector. Transfer of such scholarship outside the

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SCHEME OF PRE-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIPS TO THE OTHER 
BACKWARD CLASSES FOR STUDIES IN INDIA 

1.   SCOPE 

 OBCs living below double the poverty line form a bigger chunk of a population and 
there are disparities amongst OBCs themselves. Therefore, it is decided by Government of 
India to award scholarship to school going children of poorer OBC parents whose annual 
income is below double the poverty line. 

2. ELIGIBILITY 

 Scholarship award will be sanctioned in the case of students whose parents/guardians 
income from all sources does not exceed Rs.44, 500 per annum. 

3. DURATION AND COURSE OF STUDIES 

 The Scholarships may be given to the students enrolled in Class-I or any subsequent 
Class of pre-matric stage in the case of day scholars, and Class-III or any subsequent Class 
of pre-matric stage in the case of hostlers. The scholarship will terminate at the end of Class-
X. The duration of scholarship in an academic year will be 10 months. 

4. INSTITUTION OF STUDY 

 The scholarship will be tenable only in such institutions and for such pre-matriculation 
courses, which have been duly recognized by the concerned State Government and Union 
Territory Administrations. 

5. COVERATE VALUE OF SCHOLARSHIP AND AD-HOC GRANT 

I. Hostellers : 

 The students as hostlers will be covered from Class-III to X. The rates of scholarships 
will be as under:- 

Class III to VIII  - Rs.200/- per month for 10 months 

Class IX to X  - Rs.250/- per month for 10 months 

II. Day Scholars 

 The students as day scholars will be covered from Class-I to Class-X. The rates of 
scholarships will be as under:-

 The concerned State Governments and Union Territory Administrations will lay down 
the detailed procedure for selection of students. 
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7. OTHER CONDITIONS FOR AWARD: 

(i) The students may not be allowed to take up employment or render help to parents 
in their work during the course of studies. 

(ii) The award will be discontinued if a student falls to secure annual promotion except 
in case of unavoidable reasons to be certified by the competent authority of the 
scheme. 

(iii) If a student violates school discipline or any other terms and conditions of the 
scholarship, scholarship may be suspended or even cancelled, subject to the 
satisfaction of the competent school authority. The State Government /Union 
Territory Administrations can also directly cancel the award if duly satisfied of the 
reasons of violation of these regulations governing the scheme. 

(iv) Migration of students from one institution to another would not normally be allowed 
during the course of academic year except under exceptional circumstances and in 
the interest of student’s academic career. 

(v) The scholar obtaining benefits under this scheme shall not be allowed to avail of 
benefits under any other pre-matric scholarship scheme. 

(vi) The students should be regular in attendance for which the yardstick shall be 
decided by the competent authority of the school. 

8. RENEWAL OF SCHOLARSHIP: 

 The scholarship, once awarded, may be renewed during next academic year also by 
the concerned State Government /Union Territory Administration unless the competent 
authority of the school recommends to the State Government /Union Territory Administration, 
to discontinue the award with reference to relevant clause of these regulations governing the 
scheme.

Objective: the object of the scheme is to provide financial assistance to enable the children of 
scavengers of dry latrines, tanners, flayers and sweepers who have traditional link with 
scavengers to pursue Pre-Matric Scholarship.

i) Scavengers engaged in manual cleaning / carrying of human excreta or cleaning of 
manholes and open drains. 

ii) Sweepers having traditional link with scavenging. 

iii) Tanners 

iv) Flayers and 

v) Beneficiaries covered under the self employment schemes for rehabilitation of 
manual scavengers (SRMS) borne before the rehabilitation of parents / guardian 
under SRMS. 

No restriction on number of children of same parents who would be eligible. However, 
no child born after rehabilitation of his parents under SRMS would be eligible.  
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Duration & course of studies: The scholarship may be given to students enrolled in Class-I 
or any subsequent class upto Matric stage in the case of Day Scholars, in Class-III or any 
subsequent Class upto Matric stage in the case of Hostellers. The scholarship will terminate at 
the end of Class-X. The duration of scholarship in any academic year is ten months.  

Institution of study: The scholarship will be tenable only in such institutions and for such 
course upto Matriculation stage which have been duly recognized by the concerned State 
Govt.

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PRE-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP FOR STUDENTS BELONGING TO THE 
MINORITY COMMUNITIES.  

1. OBJECTIVE :- 

The Scheme included in the Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme, is given to 
meritorious students from minority communities in order to encourage parents of these 
communities to send their school going children to school, lighten their financial burden on 
school education and sustain their efforts to support their children to complete school 
education. The funding pattern is 75 : 25 between Govt. of India and Govt. of Orissa. 

2. SCOPE:-  

The scholarship will be awarded for studies in India in a government or private school from 
class I to class X, including such residential Government institutes and eligible private 
institutes selected and notified by the State Government / Union Territory.  

3. ELIGIBILITY:-  

Scholarship will be awarded to the students who have secured not less than 50% marks in the 
previous final examination and annual income of their parents/guardian from all sources 
does not exceed Rs. 1 lakh.  

4. EARMARKING FOR GIRL STUDENTS:-  

30% of scholarship will be earmarked for girl students. In case sufficient numbers of eligible 
girl students are not available, then the balance earmarked scholarships may be awarded to 
eligible boy students.  

5. SELECTION :- 

Inter-se selection weightage is to be given to poverty rather than marks. In case of the 
renewal applications, such applications would be fully exhausted before the new applications 
are considered.  

6. RATE OF SCHOLARSHIP:-

(ii) The award will be discontinued if a student fails to secure 50% marks in the annual 
examination except in case of unavoidable reasons to be certified by the Principal/competent 
authority of the school and recommended by the State Government/Union Territory 
Administration.  

(iii) Scholarship will not be given to more than two students from a family.  

(iv) Students should be regular in attendance for which the yardstick will be decided by the 
competent authority of the school.  

(v) Income certificate should be on self-certification basis by way of affidavit on non-judicial 
stamp paper of self-employed parents/guardian and from employer for employed 
parents/guardian.  

(vi) The school/institute will certify the claim of student of being an outstation student not 
residing in hostel of the school/institute concerned on the basis of permanent address and 
parents’ address.  

(vii) Migration of student from one school/institute to another would not normally be during the 
course of academic year except under exceptional circumstances and in the interest of 
student’s academic career.  

(viii) If a student violates school discipline or any other terms and conditions of the 
scholarship, scholarship may be suspended or cancelled. The State Government/Union 
Territory Administration can also directly cancel the award if duly satisfied of the reasons of 
violation of these regulations governing the scheme.  

(ix) If a student is found to have obtained a scholarship by false statement, his/her scholarship 
will be cancelled forthwith and the amount of the scholarship paid will be recovered, at the 
discretion of the concerned State Government/Union Territory Administration.  

(x) The State Government/Union Territory Administration will lay down the detailed procedure 
for processing and sanctioning of scholarship to eligible students.  

(xi) Course fee/Tuition fee will be credited to the school’s/institute’s bank account. Efforts will 
be made for transferring it electronically through the banks.  

(xii) Maintenance allowance will be credited to the student’s bank account. Efforts will be 
made for transferring it electronically through the banks.  

(xiii) The State Government/Union Territory Administration will maintain normal and records 
relating to the funds received from the Ministry and they will be subjected to inspection by the 
officers of the Ministry or any other agency designated by the Ministry.  

(xiv) The student obtaining benefits under this scheme shall not be allowed to avail of benefits 
under any other scheme for this purpose.  

(xv)  A student shall be eligible for only one scholarship for all sources, i.e., SC/ST/OBC.

“BANISHREE” 

(A Schme of Scholarship for Physically Challenged Students) 

 

GUIDELINES 

 The Scheme is called Banshree Scholarship for Physically Challenged 
Students. For immediate implementation purpose, the scheme is substituted for 
“Rules to Regulate Govt. of Orissa Scholarship for Physically Handicapped”, as 
notified in the State Govt. Resolution No.10793, dated 1st November, 1978, with a 
view to helping them to take up studies in general educational institutions as well as 
undergo technical/professional/vocational traiing for enabling to get wage-employment 
or self-employment. The Government has been pleased to approve the scheme and 
its guidelines and order that it shall come into force with immediate effect. The 
guidelines are as follows: 

1. Objectives of the Scheme :-  

 The main purpose of the scholarship for the persons with disabilities (PWDs) is 
to assist them to secure academic education as well as 
technical/professional/vocational training so as to enable them to earn a living and to 
become useful members of society. 

2. Definations : 

(a)  “students” means students with disabilities. 

(b) “disability” means any category of disabilities as defined in Persons with 
Disabilities (equal opportunitie, protection of rights and full participation) act, 
1995 and National Trust Act, 1999. 

(c) “educational institutions” means any educational institution which includes 
recognized schools/special schools (registered under PWDs Act, 1995 and not 
covered in grant-in-aid scheme/ rules) / colleges/ universities and also includes 
technical/ vocational/professional instiutions 

(d)  “scholarship” means monetary stipend/award at the rates as prescribed by 
Govt. from time to time, and includes Readers’ Allowance & Conveyance 
Allwance. 

3. Applicability: 

(i) Pursuing primary education (Std. I to V) 

(ii) reading in middle & high schools (Std. VI to X), not covered by Govt. of India 
Schlarship 

(iii) reading in colleges/universities, not covered by G.O.I. scholarship 

(iv) reading in special schools registered under PWD, Act 1995, but not receiving 
grant-in-aid from State/Central Govt. 
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(v) pursuing distance education through recognized universities/govt. institutes 

(vi) pursuing technical/vocational/professional education in any of the institutes not 
receiving grant-in-aid from State/ Central Govt. 

4. Eligibility:- For the purpose of award of scholarship under the scheme, 
applications can be submitted subject to the following conditions: 

(i) The applicants must be bona fide residents of Orissa 

(ii) The applicant should be a regular student of educational institutions 

(iii) The applicant shall have parental/family income of not more than Rs.36,000/- 
per annum. 

(iv) The applicants is not receiving any financial assistance from State 
Govt./Central Govt. under any other scheme. 

(v) For the continuance of scholarship the applicants must produce certificate of 
success (mark sheet) as well as a certificate of good conduct from head of the 
educational institution. 

5. Rates of Scholarship: 

Inside the State       

(i) Primary (Standard I to V)      : Rs.200.00 

(ii) Middle and High School (Standard VI to VIII and IX to XI) : Rs.250.00 

 (Note covered by the Government of India scholarship) 

(iii) College (+2 & +3) (Not covered by the Government of India : Rs.300.00 

 Scholarship) 

(iv) College (P.G.) (Not covered by the Government of India : Rs.350.00 

 Schlarship) 

(v) Technical and vocational training (Not covered by Govt. of  : Rs.350.00 

 India Scholarship) 

 In case of students persuing general /technical/professional/educations from 
Primary level to University level outside the State, the existing rate of Rs.190/- 
is revised to Rs.350/-. The above rate is revised w.e.f. 01.09.2009. 

Outside the State 

(i) Students prosecuting normal course of study or technical/vocational/ 
professional education / training not available in the State and not covered by 
Govt. of India scholarship shall get Rs.250.00 P.M. 

(ii) In case of visually challenged candidates, Readers Allowance shall be paid at 
Rs.100/- per month for primary classes and Rs.150/- PM for middle and high 
school classes and Rs.200/- PM for other studies, if it is certified by the head of 
the institution that the candidate has continuously employed a reader during the 
period of study, subject to the condition that such assistance is not availed of 
from Govt. of India. 
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(iii) In case of othopaedicaly handicapped student who has 75% or above 
disabilities requiring special arrangements for transport, an additional monthly 
allowance of Rs.100/- PM may be sanctioned for transport, if it is not covered 
by the schem of integrated education. 

6. Modus of allocation/sanction/disbursement of scholarship: 

(i) The students desiring to avail the scholarship will submit an application as 
given in the Annexure-I to the head of institutions immediately after taking 
admission. 

(ii) The head of institution on receipt of such applications will verify the information 
given therein with reference to records available or otherwise, and recommend 
for sanction to concerned Sub-collector in case of municipality/ NAC areas and 
Block Development Officer (BDO) incase of rural areas by 15th July every year. 

(iii) On the receipt of all such recommended application, the concerned Sub-collctor 
will sanction the scholarship in respect of municipality/ NAC areas and 
concerned BDOs in respect of rural areas as, prescribed in the given format at 
Annnexure-1. 

(iv) BDOs/Sub-collectors, as the case may be, after sanctioning the scholarship, 
will place the requirement of funds to Collector/DSWO by 15th August in the 
prescribed format at Annexure-2.  

(v) After sanction of the scholarship amount, the BDOs/ Sub-collector/ head of the 
institution will see that bank account is opened in the name of the candidate in 
case the candidates is 18 years of age or above, or a joint account in the name 
of father/ mother/ guardian of the candidates and head of the institution in case 
the candidate is below 18 years.. 

(vi) The District social Welfare Officer (DSWO) will see the such requirement reach 
him/her by the given deadline. 

(vii) The DSWO will submit the Block & sub-division wise requirement to Govt. by 
end of August 

(viii) After receipt of requirement from the DSWO, the State Govt. will release funds 
in first allotment to the Sub-collectors/BDOs by the end of September. The 
State Govt. will release the balance funds in final phase by the end of February. 

(ix) BDOs/Sub-collectors shall deposit the sanctioned amount of scholarship in the 
bank account of the students. 

(x) After disbursement, the BDOs/ Sub-collectors will furnish UCs to DSWOs. The 
DSWOs will submit consolidated UCs to the government. 

(xiv) The scholarship will be payable from the month of admission upto end of the 
academic session incuding the month of examination. 

(xv) For continuance absence for a period not exceeding three month, the 
scholarship shall be paid in full, provided that the absence was on account of 
health ground. 

7. Documents to accompany application :- Each application shall be 
accompanied by the following documents. 
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(i) Disability certificate issued by Dedical Board. 

(ii) Income Certificate issued by Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tahasildar 
or any other officer of equivalent status Note: In case the candidates belongs to 
family of BPL category, he is not required to furnish the above income 
certificate, but he has to furnish the attested copy of BPL card. 

(iii) Mark sheets of last examination passed duly attested by a Gazetted Officer or 
the Head of the Institution concerned. 

8. General : 

(i) A change in the education institution will not entail loss/ discontinuance of the 
scholarship. 

(ii) In case of any dispute regarding selection/ recommendation/ sanction/ rejection 
of application of scholarship, complaint can be file before the Colelctor, whose 
decision will be final. 

(iii) Government in Women & Child Development reserves the right to amend the 
guidelines without notice. They are competent to issue instructions with a view 
to removing any difficulty arising in the implementation of these guidelines and 
relax the provisions of these guidelines at their discretion.

National Scholarship for Persons with Disabilites (2008-09) 

 Applications (in Hindi or English) in the prescribed proforma are invited from 
students with disabilities for financial assistance for pursuing higher and technical 
education. Eligibility conditions etc. for the Schoalrship as follows : 

1. Eligibility: 

(i) Financial Assistance will be available to Indian students with at least 40% 
disabilities certified as per definition under Persons with Disabilities Act 1995. 

(ii) Financial assistance will be given for pursuing post-Matric/Post Secondary 
technical and professional courses incuding Ph.D & M.Phil from recognized 
institutions. However, for students with disabilities of Cerebral Palsy, Mental 
Retardation, Multiple Disabilites, and Profound or Severe Hearing Impaired, the 
minimum educational qualirficaiton will be class VIII pass and scholarship will 
be awarded to them for pursuing general, technical, vocational or professional 
courses. 

(iii) Scholarship will be awarded to one student for pursuing only one course. 

(iv) Financial Assistance can be given for computer with editing software for 
blind/deaf graduate and post graduate students pursuing professional courses 
and for support access software for cerebral palsied students. 

(v) Continuation/renewal of the award for next year wil depend on successfully 
completing the course in the preceding year with minimum 50 (fifty) percent 
marks. 
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(vi) The Assistance under this Scheme is not intended for Post-Matric/ Post 
Secondary Technical/ Professional Course having duration of less than one 
year. 

(vii) A scholarship holder under this scheme will not councurrently hold any other 
scholarship/stipend. If already other scholarship/stipend awarded, the student is 
required to exercise his/her option for choosing the scholarship that he/she 
proposes to avail and inform awarding authority about the same. 

(viii) Monthly family income of the beneficiary should not be more than Rs.15,000/- 
from all sources. Family income incudes income of the parent/guardian. 

2. Awards : 

 Upto five hundred awards are to be given annually through institutions in which 
students are pursuing studies courses Scholarship will be given to different categories 
of disabled students as under: 

(i) Students with orthopedic disability 

(ii) Students with blindness or low vision. 

(iii) Students with hearing disability 

(iv) Students with Cerebral Palsy, mental Retardation, Multiple Disabilites, 
Profound or Severe Hearing Impairment Amount of Scholarship will vary among 
courses and will also depend on availability of hostel/residential facility with the 
institution. The details are given below.

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3. The students will also be reimbursed the course fee subject to a ceiling of 
Rs.10,000/- per year. 

 Besides students living in the hostel/residential facility provided by the 
institutions, those students will also be considered as hostellers who live in 
accommodation hired at least by a group of 3 students living together with common 
mess arrangement. Such students will have to furnish a certificate in this regard 
countersigned by the head of the institution and a certificate from the owner of the 
house in case of own arrangement or accommodation taken on rent. 

4. Applications for the scholarship is required to be submitted in as per the 
prescribed proforma (annexure-‘A’). Applications for renewal/continuation of award are 
to be submitted in the prescribed proforma as per (annexure-‘B’). No other proforma is 
to be adopted for making the application. The last date for receipt of application for 
new cases as well as renewal/continuation is 15th July 2008. 

5. List of enclosures (attested copies only) : 

 (i) Academic records (attested copy of certificates and Mark sheets-matric & 
above), (ii) Family Income Certificate/ Proof of annual income, e.g. Salary Slip, last 
Income Tax Assessment Order, (iii) attested copy of Disability Certificate (iv) Course 
fee receipt (if any) with break up of each item duly paid during the academic session 
(v) Hostel Certificate or certificate from the house owner in case of accomodaiton 
hired by at least by a group of 3 students living together with common mess 
arrangements.
